A message from your Time Trialling Secretary
Kent Cycling Association (KCA) marshalling duties - help required for 2014 season
Dear Members,
At their last AGM Kent Cycling Association (KCA) delegates unanimously approved a proposition that the Association expects every member club to contribute in some way to the marshalling duties to run the 9 KCA events each season. KCA have long taken the attitude that they are a friendly set-up and have never had to impose any sort of rules on our clubs. However, it is becoming increasingly difficult to obtain promoters for our events, which are among the most important in Kent, due mainly to the trouble possible volunteers foresee in finding people to marshal for them. They have surveyed last season's figures and based on them, we are asking our clubs to supply marshals in proportion to the number of rides they took from us last year. They realise that some of us already promote TT events of your own but hope you will understand that we have to consider only what each club puts into the KCA as an hitherto unspoken condition of membership, as our survival is most important to us and Kent cycling generally. Based on our rides in KCA timetrials in 2013 we have to complete 11 marshalling duties in KCA events in 2014.On behalf of the club I have volunteered the club to help marshal  this event: 14th Sept KCA 25  Ian Ferrell (VC Deal)   Q25/10 (Thanet Way)- we will need to supply 7 marshals –volunteers please?
This means we will still have 4 other marshalling duties to do in 2014.
