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Fundraising Cyclist sets new record
A veteran cyclist smashed a time trial record on his 75th birthday whilst raising funds for Demelza House Hospice. Malcolm Adams from Landon Road, Herne Bay, set off on the challenge in September and rode 190.551 miles during the 12 hour race. He pedalled his way to the new record in the Kent Veterans Time Trial Association 12 Hour event, beating the previous record for a 75 year old of 189.073 miles. He is President of the De Laune Cycling Club of South East London which is celebrating its own 125th anniversary. He said “I scheduled to ride at an average speed of 16 mph so I could attempt to beat the record and managed to maintain this so my efforts were successful. I could see no reason to ride this challenging event without someone, other than myself, gaining some reward so I chose to once again support Demelza House Hospice. I have raised £1043 which is more than double what I raised for them 5 years ago when I was 70. My thanks for support go to the members of the De Laune and the Thanet Road Club also friends and family who all gave so generously”.
